Description of Town of Whitestown Boards and Commissions

The Whitestown Police Commission consists of four commissioners, all appointed by the Town Council. In order to qualify as a commissioner, an appointee must be of good moral character and a legal resident of the town. No more than three of the commissioners may be the same political party. Each commissioner serves a term of three years. In January of each year, one commissioner is appointed or reappointed.  Commission meets on a schedule set by its members.
The Town of Whitestown Board of Zoning Appeals is a quasi-judicial body of five citizens. Which are appointed by the Town Council. The Board is charged with the responsibility of hearing appeals regarding zoning standards, requests for variances to the land use zoning regulations of the town and requests for conditional uses within the corporate limits of the Town of Whitestown. The Board conducts public hearings for citizen input in order to make their decisions. The Board meets on an as needed basis.
The Whitestown Plan Commission is a body of seven citizens.  Commission is appointed by the Town Council. The Commission is charged with the responsibility of guiding the development of the community by: providing a comprehensive plan including a land use plan, land use, zoning and subdivision regulations, park and recreation plan, thoroughfare plan, community facilities plan and a capital improvements plan; for reviewing and approving subdivision plats and advising the Town Council relative to Land Use Zoning issues. The Commission conducts public hearings for land use zoning and land subdivision activities. Commission generally meets once a month.


The Whitestown Redevelopment Commission reviews redevelopment proposals for underdeveloped areas within town limits. They also consider authorization of Tax Increment Financing districts. The commission meets on an as needed basis.

The Whitestown Parks Board is comprised of citizens who are appointed to the Committee and a Town Council liaison. It provides recommendations to the Town Council regarding parkland, facilities, trails, and recreation programs. The Parks Advisory Committee meets on a schedule set by its members. 
The Whitestown Re-Organization Committee, a Committee, as provided for under the Indiana State Code, composed of 3 members from each of the two entities. The Committee will be responsible for gathering information, conducting public hearings as it deems appropriate and preparing a Comprehensive Plan to be submitted back to the two governing bodies for approval, followed ultimately by a referendum vote within both political subdivisions.
